reproduction of cultural heritage in Asia. It presents scientific articles of forty-six authors from 

Russia, Mongolia, Kazakhstan, Kyrgyzstan, Taiwan, and Ukraine. 

Such active desire of scientists and experts to share their research, to talk about the experience 

of using innovative technologies for the preservation and presentation of artifacts, about their inclu-

sion into tourist business, confirms the growing role and importance of heritage in society.  

The International trans-boundary socio-cultural and scientific-educational project "Actual-

ization of cultural heritage in Asia" united the authors. The project was initiated by Altai State 

Pedagogical Academy, Institute of History of SB RAS, Institute of Mongolian, Buddhist and Ti-

betan Studies of the Russian Academy of Sciences and the Academy of Sciences of the Mongoli-

an People's Republic. The project was supported by the Russian State Science Foundation and 

implemented in accordance with the programs of the International Council of Museums, Commit-

tee for Museology in the sphere of heritage preservation. 

This event relies on successful experience of international scientific conferences on heritage 

preservation in   Krasnoyarsk, Barnaul, Belokurikha in 2003; International Symposium of the 

Committee for Museology "Museology, Museums in a Changing World" (Barnaul ± Novosibirsk 

± Changsha (China)) in 2008 and an international youth museological school "Museums, disap-

pearing and reproduced heritage tourism: experience and modern practices of interaction" in 2013 

(Republic Buryatia, Altai Krai, Republic of Altai). 

The main directions of research and practice of project participants are to determine the role 

and importance of heritage in the history of Siberia, to analyze the results and prospects of inter-

disciplinary research, theoretical study of the problem of cultural and scientific heritage; history 

and contemporary trends of heritage actualization; museeification of heritage in Asia; theoretical 

and methodological issues of museology and heritage history, integrating heritage into tourism. 

Scientific approaches to the study of cultural heritage have underestimated the theoretical 

understanding of its role in the modern world. The comparative analysis of heritage functions in 

maintaining peace and stability, formation of identity and preservation of cultural diversity has 

urgent theoretical theoretical and practical scientific importance. 

The significance of cultural heritage necessitates the analysis of threats and challenges the 

cultural heritage faces in the modern world. The most effective ways of heritage actualization 

(museefication) and fundamentally new phenomena in the field of cultural heritage associated 

primarily with the processes of its mythologization, digitalization and virtualization in infor-

mation networks require further studying. It is necessary to clarify a range of concepts and defini-

tions related to cultural heritage. 

Due to the fact that Russia lags behind many countries in heritage actualization, one of the 

urgent tasks of national theory and practice is to fill this gap by means of introducing heritage in 

the concept of sustainable development of both a region and whole countries, improving mecha-

nisms for preservation and application of cultural heritage.  

As the experience of Asian countries shows, the development of appropriate strategies and 

tactics, allowing preserving national cultural heritage and transmitting it to future generations in 

all its diversity, is of significant importance.
