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300-year-old life of Russian Museums

In 2014, the museological community celebrated
the 300th anniversary of the St. Petersburg Chamber
of Curiosities — the first Russian museum, which
is now accepted to be the countdown point in the
development of national museology. Those who
missed the anniversary may not grieve, as they will be
able to celebrate this event during the next five years,
as the museum was opened to the public only in 1719.

As for the Altai State Pedagogical University,
we decided to celebrate this momentous event by
publishing a thematic issue of our bulletin, inviting
our colleagues from Moscow, Novosibirsk, Tomsk,
Kemerovo, Irkutsk, Ulan-Ude, Gorno-Altaisk,
Sverdlovsk and other cities to participate in it.

Compared to other countries in the museum’s
history - 300 years is, historically, young age. However,
this period managed to contain a lot of major events,
great discoveries and irreplaceable losses - each of
them is the fate of thousands of museums workers
who collected and preserved cultural heritage of the
Motherland for future generations.

Today the Russian Museum Fund is one of the
largest in the world and has more than 76 million
storage units being annually replenished by about
a million new ones. According to the annual public
report on the state of culture from January 1, 2014,
2730 state museums functioned in the country.
The State Hermitage Museum «Moscow Kremlin»,
the Museum of Fine Arts named after AS Pushkin,
the Russian Museum, the State Tretyakov Gallery,
the State Historical Museum are considered to be
national heritage.

Regional and municipal museums are of no
less importance in the preservation and promotion
of cultural heritage. Their total funds count about

55 million objects, and the number of visitors over
the past five years has increased from 52 to 65,5
million people.

Siberian museums are much younger than their
metropolitan counterparts. The Irkutsk Museum,
founded in 1782, has long remained the only one
in Siberia. The most museums - Tobolsk (1870),
Minusinsk (1877), Omsk (1878), Yenisei (1883),
Krasnoyarsk (1889), Yakutsk (1891), Barnaul (1892
recreated), Tyumen (1892) — were formed in the post-
reform period, thanks to the efforts intelligentsia
united under the aegis of Geographical Society. By
1917, there were about 20 museums in the cities of
Siberia.

Today, the state network in Siberia has more than
260 museums of federal, municipal, departmental
subordination, a number of school museums have
been restored and re-established. The steady growth
of the number of visitors and amateur ethnographers
reflects important trends in the development of
Russian culture - increasing interest in museums,
which are real keepers of authentic samples of natural
and cultural heritage.

The materials presented in this collection of
articles reflect various aspects of museum work, but
they are hardly able to show all the rich tapestry of
this process. Thus, that impels Herald of Altai State
Pedagogical University to continue the thematic issues
devoted to the preservation of cultural heritage.
